MOUNTING OPTIONS

If there isn't an existing mounting box, then read the following instructions. Disconnect the
power by removing fuses or turning off circuit breakers.

Secure the outlet box directly to the building structure. Use appropriate fasteners and
building materials. The outlet box and its support must be able to fully support the moving
weight of the fan (at least 50 Ibs.).Use a UL listed metal outlet box.

Do not use a plastic outlet box.

Figurel,2 and 3 are examples of different ways to mount the outlet box.

Note: You may need a longer downrod to maintain proper blade clearance when installing on
a steep, sloped ceiling. Longer downrods are available from your Minka-Aire®ealer.

To hang your fan where there is an existing fixture but no ceiling joist, you may need to

install a hanger bar as shown in Fig.4(available at your Minka Aire"dealer or local hardware store).

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4 INSTALLING THE FLYWHEEL

Pay attention to the labels named 'flywheel screw' on the motor and the flywheel. Start
from this label and align the six holes on the motor to the six holes on the flywheel.
Tighten them using with six flywheel screws (1/4"x9.5mm) securely. (Fig.5)

REMEMBER to turn off the power. Follow the steps below to hang your
fan properly:

Step 1.Secure the hanger bracket to the ceiling outlet box using screws
and washers included with mounting hardware.(Fig.6)

Stpe 2.Lossen the two set screws and remove the hitch pin and lock pin
from the top coupling of the motor assembly.(Fig. 7)

Step 3.Remove hanger ball from downrod assembly by loosening set
screw,removing the cross pin, and sliding ball off rod.(Fig. 8)

HANGING THE FAN

Step 4. Carefully feed fan wires up through the downrod (Fig.9).
Thread the rod into the coupling, next line up holes and replace lock
pin and hitch pin. Tighten set screws.

Step 5. Slip coupling cover, canopy cover, and canopy onto downrod
(Fig.10). Carefully reinstall hanger ball onto rod being sure that

cross pin is in the correct position, set screws are tighten and wires
are not twisted.

Step 6. Now lift motor assembly into position and place hanger ball
into hanger bracket. Rotate until the check groove has dropped into
the registration slot and seats firmly.(Fig.11)Rod should not rotate
if this is done correctly.

Connect the
BLUE wire from the fan to the BLUE wire markedFor Light” from the
Receiver.

NOTE: If your ceiling fan features an UP Light: Connect the ORANGE
wire from the fan to the ORANGE wire marked " For Up Light " from
the Receiver. Otherwise disregard this step and proceed to secure all
wire connections with the plastic wire nuts provided.(Fig.14)

Step 3.Receiver to House Supply Wires Electrical connections: Connect
the WHITE wire(Neutral) from the outlet box to the WHITE wire
marked’AC in N’ from the receiver.

Step 4.If your outlet box has a GROUND wire (Green or Bare Copper)
connect this wire to the Hanger Ball and Hanger Bracket Ground wires.
If your outlet box does not have a Ground Wire, then connect the
Hanger Ball and Hanger Bracket Ground Wire together. Secure wire
connection with the plastic wire nut provided.(Fig.14)

After all splices are made, check to make sure there are no loose strands.

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FINISHING THE INSTALLATION

Step 1. Tuck connections neatly into ceiling outlet box.

Step 2. Remove one screw from the hanger bracket and loosen the other screw
around 1/4".

Step 3. Align the canopy up to ceiling and over the loose screw. Place the canopy
into key hole and rotate canopy clockwise. ( Fig.15)

Step 4.Secure the canopy by use previous removed screw.

Step 5. Place the canopy cover to the canopy and rotate canopy cover clockwise
until it is locked into right position. ( Fig.15)
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Align the three holes from the blade to the flywheel. Secure the blade with three
blade screws (1/4*20mm) with metal washers provided. Follow the same process
for the remaining two blades. ( Fig.16)

ATTACHING THE FAN BLADES
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9 INSTALLING THE LIGHT KIT PLATE

Step 1. Remove one of the screws from the fan motor assembly mounting plate and loosen the other two
screws , but do not remove. (Fig.17)

Step 2. Place the key holes from light kit plate over the two screws previously loosened from the fan motor
assembly mounting plate.Turn the light kit plate until it locks at the narrow section of the key holes. Secure
by tightening the two screws previously loosened and the one screw previously removed.

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INSTALLING THE 20W LED ASSEMBLY

Step 1. While holding the 20W LED assembly under your fan, firmly snap the wire
connection plugs together. (Fig.18)

Step 2. Remove one of the screws from the light kit plate and loosen the other two
screws, but do not remove. (Fig.18)

Step 3. Place the key holes from the 20W LED assembly over the two screws previously
loosened from the light kit plate . Turn the 20W LED assembly until it locks at the narrow
section of the key holes.

The reverse switch is located underneath the coupling cover. Slide the switch down
for warm weather operation. Slide the switch up for cool weather operation.(Fig. 20)
