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ASSEMBLY AND INSTALLATION

1. Pass the power cords through the stems (6) and the canopy (8), thread the canopy (8)
onto the top stem (6). Adjust the height of the fixture by either increasing or decreasing
the stems (6).

2. Place the rubber washer (3), glass shade (2), small decorative ring (15) and tube cover (16) 16—
onto the socket assembly (2), and then thread the center tube (13) onto the socket 15———- L
assembly (2). Thread the bottom tube (6) onto the center tube (13).

3. Install one Type A 60W Max bulb (bulbs not included). 14—

(Don’t exceed the maximum capacity recommended on the sockets).

4. Place the glass shade (1) aglin with the big decorative ring (5) and secure with the shade
screws (4).

5. Hook the chain (12) onto the center tube (13), and then tighten the tube cover (16) .

6. Attach the mounting bar (11) with box screws (9) to the outlet box.

7. Pull out the outlet wire and ground wire from the outlet box.
Make wire connections with wire nut (10).
--Connect the white wire (Neutral wire) from the light to the white wire from power

source.
--Connect the black wire (Live wire) from the light to the black wire from power source.
--Wrap the grounding wire (green wire or bare copper wire) from the light around the
green screw on the mounting bar (11), then connect it to the grounding conductor
from power source.
8. Attach the fixture canopy (8) to the outlet box, secure it with the ball nuts (7). ) ¢
