PRE-INSTALLATION
DUAL MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS

This ceiling fan is supplied with two types of hanging assemblies: the standard celling installation using the downrod with ball and hanger
bracket mounting, and the "close-to-ceiling” mounting. The "close-to-ceiling” mounting is recommended in rooms with less than 8 ft. ceilings
or in areas where additional space is desired from the floor to the fan blades.(Fig.1 & Fig.2)

When using the standard downrod installation, the distance from the ceiling to the bottom of the fan blades will be approximately 17.38 in.
The "close-to-ceiling” installation reduces the distance from the ceiling to the bottom of the fan blades to approximately 10.13 in.

Once you have decided which ceiling installation you will use, refer to the corresponding sections and procedures during the assembly period.

Where necessary , each section of the instructions will note the different procedures to follow for the two types of installation.

MOUNTING OPTIONS
If there isn't an existing mounting box, then read the following instructions. Disconnect the

power by removing fuses or turning off circuit breakers.

Secure the outlet box directly to the building structure. Use appropriate fasteners and
building materials. The outlet box and its support must be able to fully support the moving
weight of the fan (at least 50 Ibs.).Use a UL listed metal outlet box.

Do not use a plastic outlet box.

Figure3,4and 5 are examples of different ways to mount the outlet box.

Note: You may need a longer downrod to maintain proper blade clearance when installing on
a steep, sloped ceiling. Longer downrods are available from your Minka-Aire®ealer.

To hang your fan where there is an existing fixture but no ceiling joist, you may need to

install a hanger bar as shown in Fig.6(available at your Minka Aire"dealer or local hardware store).

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HANGING THE FAN - DOWNROD VERSION

REMEMBER to turn off the power. Follow the steps below to hang your fan properly:

Step 1. Secure the Hanger Bracket to the ceiling outlet box using the screws provided with your outlet box .(Fig. 7)

Step 2. Loosen the two Set Screws and remove the Hitch Pin and Lock Pin from the coupling located on the top of the Motor Assembly.(Fig.8)
Step 3. Remove the Hanger Ball from the Downrod Assembly by loosening the Set Screw and removing the Cross Pin.(Fig.9)

Step 4. Carefully feed fan wires up through the downrod.(Fig. 10) Thread Downrod into the Coupling until the holes are lined up and secure with
the Lock Pin and Hitch Pin previously removed, tighten Set Screws. (Fig. 12)

Step 5. Install the canopy cover to the canopy. (Fig. 11) Slip coupling cover, canopy ring and canopy onto downrod. (Fig. 12) Carefully

reinstall hanger ball onto rod being sure that cross pin is in correct position, set screws are tighten and wires are not twisted.

Step 6. Lift the Motor Assembly and place the Hanger Ball into the Hanger Bracket. Rotate the Motor Assembly as needed until the check groove
from the Hanger Ball rests firmly over the registration tab from the Hanger Bracket. (Fig. 13)

Step 1. insert the receiver into the mounting hanger bracket with the flat side of the receiver
facing the ceiling.(Fig.19-A for downrod version , Fig.19-B for hugger version )



Step 2. Motor to Receiver Electrical Connections:

Connect the WHITE wire from the fan to the WHITE wire marked" Light N" from the Receiver.
Connect the BLUE wire from the fan to the BLUE wire marked "Light L from the Receiver.

Connect the YELLOW wire from the fan to the YELLOW wire marked” MOTOR 1" from the Receiver.
Connect the RED wire from the fan to the RED wire marked” MOTOR 2" from the Receiver.

Connect the GREY wire from the fan to the GREY wire marked” MOTOR 3" from the Receiver. (Fig.21)

Step 3. Receiver to House Supply Wires Electrical connections: Connect the WHITE wire(Neutral) from
the outlet box to the WHITE wire marked "AC in N" from the receiver.

Connect the BLACK wire(Hot) from the outlet box to the BLACK wire marked "AC in L" from the
receiver.(Fig.21)

Step 4. If your outlet box has a GROUND wire (Green or Bare Copper), connect this wire to the Hanger
Ball and Hanger Bracket and receiver Ground wires. If your outlet box does not have a Ground Wire,
then connect the Hanger Ball and Hanger Bracket and Receiver Ground Wire together.(Fig.21)

After all splices are made, check to make sure there are no loose strands.As an additional precaution we
suggest to secure the plastic wire connectors to the wires with electrical tape.

FINISHING THE INSTALLATION

Step 1: Pay attention to the two screws with star washer and the two screws without washer on the hanger bracket. Loosen the ones with star
washer around 1/4" . Remove the other ones without star washer completely from hanger backet.

Step 2. Place the key holes from the canopy over the two screws with star washers previously loosened from the hanger bracket. Turn the canopy
until it locks at the narrow section of the key holes. Secure by tightening the two screws with star washers previously loosened and the two screws

without star washer previously removed from hanger bracket in step 1. (Fig.22-A for down rod version , Fig.22-B for hugger version)

Step 3. Place the canopy ring over the top of the canopy. (Fig. 23-A for downrod version, Fig. 23-B for hugger version)

Here are some suggestions to help maintain your fan.

1.Because of the fan's natural movement some connections may
become loose. Check the support connections, brackets and blade
attachment twice a year. Make sure they are secure.(lt is not necessary
to remove fan from the ceiling).

2.Clean your fan periodically to help maintain its new appearance over
the years. Use only a soft brush or lint free cloth to avoid scratching
the finish. Plated finishes are sealed with lacquer to minimize
discoloration or tarnishing.
