SITE PREPARATION
� Shut off the hot and cold water

supplies.
� For replacement

installations:  Remove the old
bath.

� Check the subfloor and make
repairs as needed. Make sure
the subfloor is level. Apply
water-resistant sealant to the
subfloor to reduce the risk of
water damage.
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SITE PREPARATION, CONT.
� Your new Birthday Bath can be

installed in a free-standing or
wall-mount configuration
depending on your faucet
choice. Refer to the installation
instructions packed with your
faucet.

� Make sure the drain location
corresponds to the bath outlet.

� Install or relocate supplies as
necessary to conform to the
roughing-in dimensions.
Temporarily cap the water
supplies.

� Install the finish flooring and
wall materials.

BATH INSTALLATION
� Before installing your new

bath, make sure all
construction is completed.

� Remove the bath from the
packing carton and place on a
throw rug or other protective
floor covering to prevent
damage to the bath or floor.

ATTACH BALL AND CLAW
LEGS
� Lift outlet end of the bath until

sufficient clearance is obtained
to attach the two front legs.

� Insert fastening bolt through
the beveled washer. Make
sure the tapered edge of the
washer faces upward.

� Align the leg with the
attachment lug making sure
the load lug is resting on the
flat of the interior leg.

� Insert fastening bolt and
tighten.

� Repeat procedure for
remaining legs.

� Place the bath into position
and adjust the leveling bolts to
ensure a level installation.

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INSTALL DRAIN
� Apply a ring of plumbers putty

around the underside of the
strainer.

� Set the gasket between the
drain ell and the bottom of the
bath.

� Turn the strainer into the drain
ell. Drain Ell

� Make sure the drain ell tube is
facing outward from the front
of the bath. Tighten the drain
ell securely by inserting the
pliers handles into the top of
the strainer as shown. The
handles will catch on the
bosses inside the strainer as
the strainer is turned into the
drain ell.

� Remove any excess sealant.

� Insert the tailpiece into the trap
inlet. The tailpiece may need
to be cut for proper fit. 1” to 2”
of the tailpiece should fit inside
the trap.

� Slip the flange, coupling nut,
and O-ring over the tailpiece.

� Install the Antique Bath Faucet
and riser tubes or wall-mount
kit according to the installation
instructions packed with the
faucet.

CLEAN-UP AFTER INSTALLATION
� When cleaning up after

installation, do not use
abrasive cleansers  as they
may scratch and dull the bath
surface. Use warm water and
a liquid detergent to clean the
surface.

� Stubborn stains, paint, or tar can
be removed with turpentine or
paint thinner. Do not allow
cleaners containing petroleum
distillates to remain in contact
with the bath surface for long
periods of time.  Plaster can be
removed by scraping with a
wood edge. Do not use metal
scrapers, wire brushes, or other
metal tools. A powder-type
detergent may be used on a
damp cloth to provide mild
abrasive action to the  residual
plaster.
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CARE AND CLEANING
Quality Kohler enamel is fused to red-hot cast iron. The resulting glass-hard surface and lustrous
depth of color is beautiful to look at, easy to care for, and more resistant to scratching than plastic
materials. As with any smooth surface, however, avoid using abrasive cleansers  on
your cast iron bath. Abrasive cleansers will scratch and dull the surface over time.

LIFETIME LIMITED WARRANTY – CAST IRON
Kohler warrants this cast iron product to be free of defects in material and workmanship during
normal residential use for as long as the original purchaser owns his/her home. Gloss reduction,
scratching, staining or alkaline etching, of the finish over time due to use, cleaning practices or
water or atmospheric conditions are not manufacturing defects but are indicative of normal wear
and tear.  This warranty is applicable to Kohler cast iron product manufactured after February
10, 2000.

If a defect is found in normal residential use, Kohler Co. will, at its election, repair, replace or make
appropriate adjustment.  Damage caused by accident, misuse, or abuse is not covered by this
warranty. Improper care and cleaning will void the warranty. Proof of purchase (original sales
receipt) must be provided to Kohler with all warranty claims.
