A No, there is no AWWA specification that covers the
QuikValve. If it ever does have an AWWA specifica-
tion, it will be under a new category, separate from
the standard cast valve specifications.

Q What does "NDZ Stem" mean?

A NDZ - Stands for “Non-Dezincification”. One of the
elements in most brass stems is zinc, and
“Dezincification” is the leaching out of this zinc by cor-
rosion. The following factors can lead to
dezincification; warm water temperatures, high
levels of acidity, chlorides and sulfides, in
conjunction with high electrical conductivity. NDZ
