2. Selecting Location

A. Clearance from the cabinet must be determined.

B. When opening door of the cabinet, make sure it
will not hit the sconce.

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1. Attach crossbar (B) to the electrical box using the

screws supplied with the box. Sometimes it is
necessary to mount the crossbar at a slight upward
angle (use a washer or two under the lower screw) so E
that the weight of the fixture doesn’t make it appear
to “droop.” Make sure holes on crossbar (B) line up
with holes on Sconce Base. (A)

2. Slip the wires into the electric box and make
connections per Electrical codes.

3. Screw provided base fasteners (C) into crossbar
(B) leaving enough room to allow screw to
pass through the fixture base and protrude by
1/8” and 3/16” to allow screw cap (D) to fit on end
of base fastener. (C)

Note: If your house has metal electrical
boxes, connect the fixture ground wire to the
green ground screw on the crossbar. If you
house is new or has been rewired and has
plastic boxes, connect the fixture ground wire
to the house ground wire.

4. Shade Installment
