Check parts to ensure that no damage has occurred during transit and that no
parts are missing. Also check the diameter of the pipe and the range marked on the clamp to ensure you have the proper size.

Step 1 * Thoroughly clean pipe surface that will be covered
by the saddle. Cut a hole in the pipe for the branch. The hole
should be slightly larger than the branch OD. The BP sewer
saddle is designed so that the branch intersects the pipe wall
and keeps the saddle from moving on the pipe due to expansion
and contraction of the HDPE pipe.

Step 2 * Back
off nut to the end of
the bolt — DO NOT
REMOVE. Sepa-
rate the ends of the
saddle and position
the branch over the
hole that had already
been cut in the pipe
(see Step 1).

NOTE: For larger sizes, it may be necessary to remove the
spring washer so that the lifter bar can snap into place over the
sidebar edge. In this event, after removing the spring washers,
replace two of the nuts and snap lifter bar in place as per the
instructions. Tighten the two nuts until the third bolt has room
to install the spring washers and nut, tighten the third nut until
the other two bolts have room for the spring washer and nuts
and finish tightening per instructions.

Step 3 ¢ siide lifter bar up the receiver lug profile and
snap into place over the sidebar edge. Make sure the gasket
has seated itself flat onto the pipe face.

Step 4 + Tighten all nuts evenly
in 20 ft-Ibs. increments to a
minimum of 40 ft-Ibs.

+ Operating temperatures are limited to 85° F maximum and 32° F minimum.

+ Operating pressure is limited to 30 psi or the rating of the pipe, whichever is less.

* Pipe systems must be designed to compensate for pipe movement so as to prevent fittings from migrating or rotating on the
pipe.
* Products are intended for use in underground service only.
