Do nat touch halegen
bBulbs with bare hands, If unavoidable |, wipe clean with a clean cloth dampaned
witih clcohal, Let bulb dry completely before huming fixture on.

7. Restore power at the main service panel. Your fixture should now be cperationdl.

ADJUSTING TIME, DAYLIGHT, SENSING RANGE (SENS).

There are hwo or thiee diaks (depending on your particular model). The SENS dial
adjusts the sensing range from a minimum of a few Inches to o maxmum of up Yo
Z1meters and 110 degrees. The TIME dial adjusts how long the kghts will stay on once
all movement stops, The DAVLIGHT dicl adiusts the level of ight in which the motion
detector wil octivate the light.

TIME adjust - For o rmiremurn on firme of five saconds, turn the TIME diol counterclock-
wise until it stops.For a moximum on fime of eightean minutes, turn the dia! clockwise
ali the wary until it stops. For an on time between five seconds and eighltean minutes
oo to alther the minimum or masdmum point, then adjust the dial in the opposite direc-
tion untit the ght stoys on to your desired time.

SENS adjust - [Only avaiicble on cerlain models) For @ minimum sensing range of a few
inches, fum SENS the dial dll he way courterciockwiss until it stops. Fol 0 madmurn Sensing
ranga, fumn ihe dial all the way clockwise unsl i stops. You will probalbzly want 1o set the sensing
ionge somawheaie between nase two points. To do so set the SENS dial ot about midway point
and adjust unlil the sensor movement is af your desired distance.

DAYLIGHT adjust - For opealion in ful coyight funn the dial all the way counteciocksise. For
operation onfy at night time furm the didl all theway clockwise, For cperation in between these
wo levels fum the did in eifher direction untll vou reach your desired evel.

OPERATION

Your maotion semsor is controlled entirely by the exdsting wall switch. The lights coan be
pul into AUTO |, tumed on 5o that they will stay on continuousty day or night, or turned
aff with the wall switch,

NOTE: Allow two minutes for motion sengor fo odjust fo the suroundings before testing.

fo Override Aulo - To tumn the lights on so it stays on doy ar night, flie the wall switch
quicikly (in lass than two seconds) ON- OFF -ON

To Return fo Aute Ovemide - To retum to the Auto mode, turm the wall switch OFF After
about 5 seconds, furn the wall switch ON.
