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1.  Install the Spout

�� Remove the temporary nipple from the bath elbow, if installed.
�� Apply thread sealant and install a 3/4″ NPT nipple so it extends 1/8″ (3 mm) beyond the finished wall.
�� Apply thread sealant to the nipple and thread the spout onto the nipple. Ensure O-ring is installed in the 

groove of the escutcheon before threading on the spout.
�� Carefully tighten the spout with a clean strap wrench, finishing with the spout pointing down.
�� Turn on the main water supply, open the valve(s) that supply the spout, and check for leaks. Repair as 

required.
�� If desired, apply a bead of clear silicone sealant around the perimeter of the escutcheon.
