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INSTALLATION

For faucets with a spray unit, apply plumbers putty or
other sealant to the spray guide assembly according to
the putty manufacturer’s instructions. Install the spray
guide into the far right hole of the sink. From the underside
of the sink, thread the locknut to the spray guide
assembly, and tighten with a wrench. Remove any excess
plumbers putty.

Insert the hose through the top of the spray guide. Feed
the hose up through the second hole from the left on the
sink. Apply thread sealant to the hose fitting, and secure
the hose to the faucet. Carefully wrench tighten.

Spray Guide
Assembly
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Apply a ring of plumbers putty or other sealant around the
underside of the faucet body according to the putty
manufacturer’s instructions. Insert the faucet into the sink
holes.

Center and align the faucet. From the underside of the
sink, install the spacers and plastic locknuts. Hand tighten
the plastic locknuts. Do not wrench tighten.

NOTE: If the supply tubes need to be cut, allow for required
penetration of the tube into the shut-off valve.

Cut the supply tubes to allow for required penetration of
the tubes into the shut-off valves. Debur all tubing cuts.
Slip the coupling nuts onto the supply tubes. Carefully
position the round end of the supply tube (either flared end
or ferrule) squarely into the valve body inlet. Hand tighten
the coupling nuts.

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Carefully bend the supply tubes to align with the supply
stops. Slide the coupling nuts and ferrule from the stops
onto the supply tubes. Insert the supply tubes into the
outlets of the shut-off valves. Tighten the coupling nuts on
the shut-off valves.

Turn on the water supply.

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Remove the aerator, and flush hot and cold water through
the faucet for about one minute.

Check for leakage, and repair as needed.
