CARE OF NICKEL SILVER AND CHROME 
 
Water  condi t i ons  vary  across  the count ry .  Chemi cal s  and mi neral s  i n  the water  and a i r  can 
combi ne to  have an adverse  ef fect on the f i n i sh  of  your  f i x tu res .  I n  addi t ion,  n i ckel  s i l ve r  shares  
s i mi la r  character i s t i cs  and appearance wi th  s te r l ing s i l ve r  and a s l i ght  ta rn i sh i ng i s  normal .  
 
We recommend that you r i nse  aw ay any t races  of  soap and gent l y  dry  w i th a  c lean sof t  c l oth  
af te r  each use .  Th i s  care  w i l l  mai ntai n  the hi gh gl oss  f i n i sh  of  your  Kal l i s ta  f i x tu res  and avoi d 
w ater  spott i ng.  
 
An occas i onal  appl i cati on of  a  pure ,  non-abras i ve  w ax i s  helpfu l  in  p revent i ng w ater  spot bu i l d -
up and l i ght  buf f i ng w i th a  sof t  c l oth  w i l l  p roduce a hi gh l us te r .   
 
To  remove w ater  spots  and tarn i sh i ng,  appl y a  smal l  amount of  S imi chrome Pol i sh ®  to  the f i x tu re ;  
rub br i sk l y ;  w ipe cl ean w ith  a  c l ean,  sof t  c l oth .  S i mi chrome al so  conta i ns  a  protect i ve  f i l m to  
enhance mai ntenance.  
 
NOTE:  DO NOT USE ABRASIVE CLEANERS OR SOLVENTS 
 
 
 
CARE OF BRUSHED NICKEL, ANTIQUE COPPER, GUNMETAL, BRONZE, ANTIQUE SILVER, BLACK NICKEL, 
WEATHERED BRONZE AND MATTE GOLD PLATED FIXTURES 
 
Whi le  Kal l i s ta  l uxury  f i n i shes  pl ate  to  a  greater  th i ckness  and hi gher  qual i ty  than usua l ,  they are  
s t i l l  jew el ry  f i n i shes  and requi re  speci al  maintenance.  
 
Water  condi t i ons  vary  across  the count ry .  Chemi cal s  and mi neral s  i n  the water  and a i r  can 
combi ne to  have an adverse  ef fect on the f i n i sh  of  your  f i x tu res .  
 
We recommend that you r i nse  aw ay any t races  of  soap and gent l y  dry  w i th a  c lean sof t  c l oth  
af te r  each use .  Th i s  care  w i l l  mai ntai n  the hi gh gl oss  f i n i sh  of  your  Kal l i s ta  f i x tu res  and avoi d 
w ater  spott i ng.  
 
An occas i onal  appl i cati on of  a  pure ,  non-abras i ve  w ax i s  helpfu l  in  p revent i ng w ater  spot bu i l d -
up and l i ght  buf f i ng w i th a  sof t  c l oth  w i l l  p roduce a hi gh l us te r .  Do not a l l ow  mater i a l s  such as  
toothpas te ,  na i l  pol i sh  remover ,  o r  caus t i c  dra i n  cleaners  to  remai n on the su r face .  
 
Over  t i me,  w i th  constant c l eaning,  the su r face of  your  f i x tu re  may begi n  to  show  w ear .  The w ear  
w i l l  take the form of  fa i nt  l i nes  in  the hi ghl y  pol i shed su r face.

Cleaning your  Cast I ron Whir lpool  
 
Ri nse  the w hi r l pool  thoroughl y  af te r  each use  and use  a sof t  c l oth  to  w i pe i t  d ry .  
 
I f  the  su r face becomes d i r ty ,  use  a general  purpose c leaner  such as :  
•  Scrub Free ®  M i l dew  Sta i n  Remover  
•  Cl orox Cl ean-Up ®  
•  Gl ass  P l us ® 
•  Wi ndex Or i gi nal  
•  Fantast i k ®  Al l  Purpose 
•  M r.  Clean ®  Top Job 
•  Formul a 409 ®   Al l  Purpose Cl eaner  
•  Lyso l ®  Bas i n ,  Tub and T i le  Cl eaner  
•  Scrubbi ng Bubbl es ®  Bathroom Cl eaner 

 
IMPORTANT!   Use w ater - so l ubl e c leaners  (di s sol ve  100% i n  w ater ).  Cream-b ase c leaners  may 

have a tendency to  bu i ld  up,  reduci ng the f r i ct i on on s l i p - res i s tant su r faces .  
 
Express  Ba throom Cl eaner  may be used on the Safeguard su r face of  you w hi r l pool .  I t  i s  not  sol d  
commerci al l y .  Cal l  1 -800-470-8337 to  order .  Y ou may use  a sof t  ny l on brush on the Safeguard 
su r face .  
 
Do not use  s tee l  w ool ,  w i re  brushes  or  abras i ve  sponge pads.  I n the rare  occur rence of  s tubborn 
s ta i ns ,  use  abras i ves  or  abras i ve  cl eaners  spar i ngly ,  but  not on the Sa feguard su r face on the 
bot tom of  the w hi r l pool .  
 
For  occas i onal  rus t  removal  you may use  Whi nk ®  Rust  and I ron Sta i n  Remove or  M ur i at i c  Aci d.  
 
Cleaning your User Keypad and Remote Control 
 
Use a sof t  c l oth  to  w ipe the keypad and remote contro l  a f te r  each use .  I f  the  su r face becomes 
d i r ty ,  use  a non-abras i ve soap and w arm w ater  to  c l ean.  
 
Flushing Your Whirlpool System 
 
F l ush  your  w hi r l pool  sys tem tw i ce a month or  more ,  dependi ng on usage.  Use  the fo l l ow ing 
sequence:   
1 .  Tu rn  the je t  t r i m r i ngs  fu l l y  c l ockw i se to  remove ai r  i nduct i on.  
2 .  F i l l  the  w hi r lpool  w i th  w arm w ater  to  a  l evel  at  l east  2”  (5  cm) above the h ighest  je ts ,  o r  

leave w ater  i n  the w hi r l pool  af te r  us i ng.  
3 .  Add 2 tab l espoons  (30 ml )  of  a  l ow -foami ng di shwasher  detergent and 20 ounces  (590 ml ) of  

househol d bleach (5%-6% sodi um hypochl or i te ) to  the w ater .  
4 .  Run the w hi r lpool  fo r  5  to  10 mi nutes .   Then tu rn  of f  the  w hi r l pool  and drai n  the w ater .  
5 .  I f  des i red,  r i nse bath su r faces  w i th  w ater .  
6 .  Ri nse  the su r faces  of  the je ts ,  faucet ,  handra i l s ,  d ra i n etc.  and w i pe them dry  w i th  a  sof t  

c l oth .

Cleaning Your Acrylic Whirlpool 
Do not use  abras i ve  cleansers  o r  so l vents  on acry l i c  su r faces .  
 
Wi pe out your  acry l i c  w hi r l pool  w i th a  sof t  c l oth  af te r  each use .  
 
Avo i d detergents ,  d i s i n fectants ,  o r  c l eani ng products  i n  aeroso l  cans .  
 
I f  the  su r face becomes excess i vel y  di r ty ,  use  a genera l  purpose cl eaner  such as :  
•  Formul a 409 ®   Al l  Purpose Cl eaner  
•  Gel  Gl oss ®  (Bath and Show er  only)  
•  Scrub Free ®  M i l dew  Sta i n  Remover  
•  M r.  Clean ®  Lemon Fresh

NOTE:  To res tore  du l l  o r  scra tched un i ts ,  appl y  w hi te  automot i ve  pol i sh i ng compound w i th  a  
c l ean rag.  Rub scra tches  and dul l  a reas  v i gorous ly .  Wi pe of f  res i due.  Fo l low  w i th  a coat of  w hi te  
automot i ve  paste  w ax.  Do not w ax areas  w here  you w al k  or  s tand.  
 
Cleaning your User Keypad and Remote Control 
 
Use a sof t  c l oth  to  w ipe the keypad and remote contro l  a f te r  each use .  I f  the  su r face becomes 
d i r ty ,  use  a non-abras i ve soap and w arm w ater  to  c l ean.  
 
Flushing Your Whirlpool System

househol d bleach (5%-6% sodi um hypochl or i te ) to  the w ater .  
4 .  Run the w hi r lpool  fo r  5  to  10 mi nutes .   Then tu rn  of f  the  w hi r l pool  and drai n  the w ater .  
5 .  I f  des i red,  r i nse bath su r faces  w i th  w ater .  
6 .  Ri nse  the su r faces  of  the je ts ,  faucet ,  handra i l s ,  d ra i n etc.  and w i pe them dry  w i th  a  sof t  

c l oth .

CARE OF ACRYLIC BATH WITH AIRJETS 
 
Cleaning Your Acrylic Bath With Airjets 
Do not use  pow dered cl eaners  unl ess  the c l eaner  i s  fu l l y  di s sol ved in  w ater .  So l i d substances  
cou l d block  the ai r je ts .  
 
Do not use  fu l l  s t rength b leach or  ammoni a cleaning so l ut i ons .  Chemi cal l y  act i ve  c l eani ng 
so l ut i ons  can damage the bath su r face.  
 
Do not use  abras i ve  cleansers  o r  so l vents  on acry l i c  su r faces .  Abras i ve  c l eaners  and sol vents  
can damage the bath su r face.  
 
Wi pe out your  acry l i c  bath w i th  a  sof t  c l oth  af te r  each use .  
 
Avo i d detergents ,  d i s i n fectants ,  o r  c l eani ng products  i n  aeroso l  cans .  
 
I f  the  su r face becomes excess i vel y  di r ty ,  use  a genera l  purpose cl eaner  such as :

Fo l low  w i th  a coat of  w hi te  
automot i ve  paste  w ax.  Do not w ax areas  w here  you w al k  or  s tand.  
 
Cleaning your User Keypad and Remote Control 
 
Use a sof t  c l oth  to  w ipe the keypad and remote contro l  a f te r  each use .  I f  the  su r face becomes 
d i r ty ,  use  a non-abras i ve soap and w arm w ater  to  c l ean.  
  
Maintaining the Ai r je ts  
 
I f  c leani ng the ai r je ts  i s  requi red due to  hard w ater  deposi ts ,  use  a smal l  betw een-the-teeth 
denta l  b rush  and w hi te  v inegar .  D i p  the brush i n  the vi negar ,  b rush  the ho le ,  r i nse  the brush i n  
c l ean w ater ,  and then use  the w et r i nsed brush to  r i nse  the hole .  
 
F i l l  the  bath w i th  w ater  to  the top row  of  ai r je ts .  Dra i n  the bath and press  the purge but ton.  
 
F lushing your  Airbath System 
 
F l ush  your  w hi r l pool  sys tem tw i ce a month or  more ,  dependi ng upon usage.  Use  the fo l low ing 
sequence:  
1 .  F i l l  bath w i th  w ater  one inch above the top of  a l l  a i r je ts .  
2 .  Whi le  bath i s  f i l l i ng,  carefu l l y  add 1  cup of  b leach to  the w ater .  
3 .  Let  s i t  fo r  10–15 mi nutes .  
4 .  Dra i n  the w ater ,  run the purge cycl e  and r i nse  any debr i s  f rom the bath .  
5 .  Cl ean bath su r faces  as  needed wi th  recommended cl eaners .   
6 .  Dry  the bath w i th  a  cl ean,  sof t  tow el .

CARE OF CAST IRON BATHS 
 
Water  condi t i ons  i n  var i ous  parts  of  the  country  w i l l  determi ne any ext ra  c l eani ng atten t i on you 
g i ve  your  Cast  I ron tubs .  In  the meant ime,  a  s i mple  rout i ne  of  dai l y  care  w i l l  keep your  cast  i ron 
tubs  f resh  and spark l i ng.  
 
Kal l i s ta  does  not recommend the use  of  harsh  abras i ve  cleaners  on any of  i t s  p roducts .  I f  used 
regu l ar l y ,  harsh  c leaners  w i l l  scratch and dest roy  product su r faces .   I n  the rare  occur rence of  
s tubborn s ta i ns ,  use  abras i ve  cleaners  spar i ngl y .  NEVER use  abras i ve  cl eaners  w i thout w ater .  
 
R i nse  thoroughl y  af te r  each use .  
 
Use  a sof t  c l oth  to  w ipe the product dry  af te r  each use .  
 
Use  a sof t ,  ny l on brush on the tub’s  bot tom sur face.   Do not use  s tee l  w ool ,  o r  abras i ve  sponge 
pads. 
 
 
CARE OF STAINLESS STEEL SINKS 
 
Kal l i s ta’ s  S ta i n l ess  Steel  s i nks  a re  the hi ghest  qual i ty  w i th  content of  n i ckel  to  guard agai ns t  
cor ros i on.  Al l  our  s i nks  a re  18 gauge w i th  a  th i ck  Hushcoat undercoat i ng for  super i o r  sound 
absorpt i on.  
 
The s i nks  are  made of  type 304 qual i ty  s ta i n l ess  s teel  w i th  an 18% chromi um and 8% ni ckel  
content .  Th i s  p rovi des  exce l lent  res i s tance to  s ta ins  and cor ros i on.  To  ach ieve the i r  s t r i k i ng f in i sh  
and hi gh w ear  res i s tance,  the s i nks  go th rough a number  of  pol i sh ing and buf f i ng operati ons .  
 
S ta i n less  s tee l  s inks  should be cl eaned at least  once a w eek.  Use  c l eaners  i n moderat i on and 
r i nse  immediate l y ,  do not l e t  c l eaners  s i t  on the su r face of  the s i nk .  S i nk  shou l d be r i nsed and 
wiped out af te r  each use  so  soap bui l d -up doesn’t  occur .  
 
Some of  the c l eani ng products  w e recommend are :  New  M r.  Cl ean,  U l t ra  Comet ,  Home-Care 
Mul t i - room Cl eaner  w i th  B l each ( spray),  and Comet HomeCare M ul t i - room Di s i n fectant Cl eanser  
w i th  Bl each (pow der ) .  
 
DO NOT USE  M ET AL SCOURI NG P ADS or  rus t  s ta i ns  may appear  i n the s i nk .   Al so  do not a l l ow  rus ty  
utens i l s  to  remai n i n the s i nk .  DO NOT USE  A RUBBER M AT.  Organi c part i c les  under  the mat may 
decay and cause the s i nk  to  be s ta i ned.  
 
Avo i d soaki ng di shes  fo r  a  l ong per i od of  t i me and re f ra i n  f rom l eavi ng cof fee grounds ,  tea 
bags,  o r  pot te ry  w i th  rough bot toms i n  the s i nk .  
 
To  di s i n fect:  sp r i nk le  4oz.  of  Comet HomeCare M ult i - room Di s i n fectant Cl eaner  w i th  Bl each 
(pow der) on to s i nk  su r face,  scou r  tho roughl y ,  le t  s tand 10 mi nutes ,  and r i nse .  Comet w ipes  out 
most  househol d germs i nc l udi ng Staph,  sa l monel la ,  and Pseudomonas.  
 
Some chemi cal s  such as  ch l or i des  may cor rode s ta i n less  s teel .  M ake su re  you r i nse the su r face 
i mmedi atel y  i f  you use  a c l eaner  w i th  chl or i de.  Do not a l l ow  them to remain i n  contact w i th  the 
s i nk fo r  l ong per i ods  of  t ime.

CARE OF WOODEN CUTTING BOARDS 
 
Y ou have jus t  purchased a beauti fu l  natura l  mater i a l  cutt i ng board.  Col or  var i at i ons  i n  natura l  
mater i a l  a re typ i cal ,  and add uni queness  and character  to  the board.  To  k eep your  cutt i ng 
board l ooki ng great,  p l ease  fol l ow  these s i mple  care  and c leani ng ins t ruct i ons . 
 
DO: 
 
•  Wi pe the cut t i ng board su r face w i th  a  damp cl oth ,  and dry  i t  thoroughl y  af te r  each use .  
•  Appl y  a  coat of  mi neral  o i l  to  al l  cutt i ng board su r faces  regu l ar l y  (especi al l y  i f  the  mater i a l  

appears  faded or  dr i ed out ) .  
•  Sto re  the cu t t i ng board in  a  dry ,  w el l -venti l a ted area w hen i t  i s  not  i n  use .  
•  Keep these care  and cl ean i ng ins t ruct i ons  fo r  fu tu re  re fe rence.  
 
DO NOT: 
 
•  Cl ean the cutt i ng board i n a  di shw asher .  
•  Immerse  the cutt i ng board i n  w ater .  
•  Use the cut t i ng board i n  a  mi crow ave oven.

CARE OF TERRAZZO SINKS 
 
Water  condi t i ons  i n  var i ous  parts  of  the  country  w i l l  determi ne any ext ra  c l eani ng atten t i on you 
g i ve  your  Te r razzo s i nk .  A s i mpl e  routi ne  of  dai l y  care  w i l l  keep your  k i tchen s i nk  f resh  and 
spark l ing.  
 
Kal l i s ta  does  not recommend the use  of  harsh  abras i ve  cleaners  o r  seal e rs  on any of  i t s  
p roducts .  I f  used regul ar l y ,  harsh  c l eaners  w i l l  scratch and remove the f i n i sh  f rom Ter razzo s i nk  
su r faces .  
 
A neutra l  c leaner ,  d i lu ted w i th  w arm w ater ,  shou l d be used to  cl ean the s ink .  Cl eaners  speci al l y  
des i gned for  Te r razzo marb l e are  avai lable  i n  hardw are s tores  th rough ou t  the count ry .  Any 
sp i l lage should be c leaned out of  s i nk  immediately  to  avo i d s ta i n i ng.

Water  condi t i ons  i n  var i ous  parts  of  the  country  w i l l  determi ne any ext ra  c l eani ng atten t i on you 
g i ve  your  F i recl ay s i nks .  In  the meant i me,  a  s i mple rout i ne  of  dai l y  care  w i l l  keep your  k i tchen 
s i nk f resh  and spark l i ng.  
 
Kal l i s ta  does  not recommend the use  of  harsh  abras i ve  cleaners  on any of  i t s  p roducts .  I f  used 
regu l ar l y ,  harsh  c leaners  w i l l  scratch and dest roy  F i reclay s i nk  su r faces  and f i n i shes .  
 
The fol l owing products ,  o r  s i mi la r  p roducts ,  appl ied w i th  a  sponge and immedi ate l y w iped of f  
a re  recommended.

I f  you have a bad bui ld-up and none of  these cl eaners  seem to cut the gr i me,  t r y  an abras i ve  
such as  Comet .  Remember  w e do not recommend th i s  use ,  but  i f  used proper l y  i t  w i l l  not  harm 
the f i n i sh .  F i l l  the  bottom of  the s i nk  w i th  w ater  and pour  i n  some abras i ve  c l eaner ,  scrub gent l y  
to  remove bu i ld-up.  DO NOT  use  an abras i ve  cl eaner  w i thout w ater .  
 
L i qui d  Gel -Gl oss  can be used to  remove al umi num and metal  mark i ngs  made by pots  and pans .

CARE OF STONE 
 
Cleaning 
 
Cl eaning shoul d  be done us i ng a neutra l  soap w i th  w arm w ater .  A neutra l  soap i s  any soap that 
you w oul d use on your  hands  such as  sof t  soaps  or  mi ld  di sh  soaps .  DO NOT use  any soap 
conta i n i ng abras i ves  and/or  s ta i n  removi ng chemical s  l i ke  chl or i ne .  Sof t  sp onges  or  sof t  cot ton 
rags  shou l d be used i n cleani ng.  For  heavi e r  cl ean i ng,  i t  i s  recommended to use  c l eaners  
especial l y  fo rmul ated for  natura l  s tone.   Cl eaners  a re  avai l able  for  general  mai ntenance as w el l  
as  heavy duty  c l eani ng and s ta i n  removal ,   
 
Maintenance 
 
A matt  s i l i cone seale r  shou l d be appl ied every  3  to  6  months  dependi ng on use .  I f  the  s i nk i s  
used heavi l y  (every  day) the sea le r  shoul d be appl ied every  3  months  or  ear l ie r .  I f  the  s i nk  i s  
on l y  used a few  t i mes  per  w eek the seale r  can be appl ied every  6  months  o r  ear l ie r .  A key 
i ndi cator  tha t a  seal e r  i s  requi red i s  w hen the w ater  no l onger  beads on the su r face of  the 
s tone .  For  s tone that requ i res  col or  enhancement,  use  of  a  co l or  enhancer i s  an opt i onal  
appl i cat i on.  Col or  enhancers  may be appl ied to  s tone that has  a l ready been seal ed.  One-s tep 
seal i ng/col or  enhanci ng products  are  a l so  avai labl e .  I t  i s  a lw ays  recommended to tes t  sampl es  
fo r  user  approval  p r i o r  to  t reat i ng the ent i re  ins ta l l at i on.    
 
General 
 
Al though the use  of  a  h i gh-qual i ty  penetrat i ng sea le r  reduces  the potent i a l  fo r  deep,  d i f f i cul t -
to- remove s ta i ns ,  p l ease note  that sea l i ng i s  not  fa i l safe .  I t  i s  best  to  keep chemi cal s  such as  
ch l or i ne  (bl each),  f i ngerna i l  pol i sh  remover ,  f i ngerna i l  pol i sh ,  o i l s ,  pai nts ,  e tc . ,  aw ay f rom the 
s i nk .  Spi l l s  should  be w iped up as  soon as  poss ib le .  S tone,  l i ke  any other  natura l  p roduct ,  w i l l  
age and pat ina,  addi ng to  i t s  beauty  and character .  
 
The fol l owing products  are  recommended seale rs ,  enhancers  and c l eaners .

Toilets and Basins 
 
Water  condi t i ons  i n  var i ous  parts  of  the  country  w i l l  determi ne any ext ra  c l eani ng atten t i on you 
g i ve  your  v i t reous  ch i na.  In  the meant ime,  a  s i mple  rout i ne  of  dai l y  care  w i l l  keep your  v i t reous  
ch i na products  f resh  and spark l ing.  
 
Kal l i s ta  does  not recommend the use  of  harsh  abras i ve  cleaners  on any of  i t s  p roducts .   I f  used 
regu l ar l y ,  harsh  c leaners  w i l l  scratch and dest roy  ch i na su r faces .   I n the rare  occur rence of  
s tubborn s ta i ns ,  use  abras i ve  cleaners  spar i ngl y .  NEVER use  abras i ve  cl eaners  w i thout w ater .  
 
Sof t  abras i ve  cl eaners  may be used to  cl ean Kal l i s ta  v i t reous  ch i na products .  Use  a sof t  c l oth  to  
w ipe the product dry  af te r  each use .  
 
Toilets 
 
Use to i l e t  bow l  cleaners  on the i ns i de of  the bow l  onl y .  Avo i d tank - i n  cl eaners  as  they can 
damage the f lush  val ve  or  other  w ork i ng parts .   Wi pe any spl ashes  of  c leaner  so lut i ons  f rom 
pl ast i c  or  p l ated su r faces  i mmedi atel y .  I n  the rare  occur rence of  s tubborn s ta i ns ,  use  abras i ve 
c l eaners  spar i ngl y .  NEVER use  abras i ve  cl eaners  w i thout w ater .  
 
Over  t i me,  hard w ater  depos i ts  may cl og to i le t  r i m hol es  and t rapw ays .  To  handle  th i s  p robl em, 
purchase a commerci al  c l eaner  that’ s  re commended for  the removal  of  hard w ater  deposi ts .

CARE OF TOILET SEATS 
 
Toilet Seats (In General) 
Do not a l l ow  abras i ve  chemi cal s  o r  cosmet i cs  ( such as  f i ngernai l  pol i sh  or  af te rshave ) to  come 
i n contact w i th  the to i le t  seat,  as  they can damage the f i n i sh 
 
Use  a damp sof t  sponge or  c l oth  to  c l ean the to i le t  seat .  R i nse  the seat c lean and dry  w i th a  
sof t  tow el .  Let  seat ai r  d ry  and ensure  that the h i nge area dr i es  complete l y.  
 
Plastic or Molded Toilet Seats 
Cl ean the outs i de su r face of  your  to i l e t  seat w i th  a  mi l d  soap such as  di shw ashi ng l i quid  and 
w arm w ater .  Wi pe the ent i re  su r face complete l y  dry  w i th  a  cl ean,  sof t  c l oth .  Y ou may use  sof t  
abras i ve  cleaners  w hen necessary  to  c l ean your  to i le t  seat.  Do not use  s t rong abras i ve  cleaners ,  
as  they w i l l  scratch and du l l  the  su r face.  Wi pe any sp lashes  of  c leaner  solut i ons  f rom pl ast i c  or  
p l ated su r faces  i mmediate l y .  
 
I f  the  su r face becomes excess i vel y  di r ty ,  use  a genera l  purpose cl eaner  such as :

Painted Wood Toilet Seats 
Pai nted w ood seats  requi re  speci al  care  and cl ean i ng.  Use  onl y  a mi l d detergent ,  such  as  
d i shw ashing soap.  
 
Wood Finish Toilet Seat 
Use a humi di f ie r  i n  the w inte r  and an a i r  condi t i oner  i n the summer to  keep the re l ati ve  humi di ty  
at  25  to  35 percent .  
 
Dust  w i th  a  sof t  c l oth  by fo l l ow ing the gra i n patte rn  of  the w ood. Use  an old  c l ean T - sh i r t ,  baby 
d i aper  or  cheesecl oth .  Dust  of ten to  remove abras i ve  part i cl es  f rom w ood sur faces .  Before  
dust i ng,  moi s ten the c l oth  l i ght l y .  A dry  c l oth  can leave hai r l i ne  scratches  on the f i n i sh .  
 
Su r faces  can a l so  be cl eaned w i th a  mi ld  non-al ka l ine  soap and w ater .  Tes t  the  so l ut i on on an 
out-o f - s i ght  sect i ons  to  make su re  i t  doesn’ t  damage the f i n i sh .  Use  a damp sponge or  c l oth  and 
dry  i mmedi atel y  w i th  a  sof t  c l oth  fo l l ow ing the gra i n .  
 
Use  a paste  w ax every  s i x  to  tw el ve months .  Remove ol d w ax f i r s t  w i th  a  mi ld  non-al kal ine  soap 
and w ater  so l ut i on.  Avo i d w axi ng urethane-f i n i shed su r faces .  Wax i ng these su r faces  cause them 
to gather  dus t  and d i r t  rather  than repel  i t .

MIRRORS AND MIRRORED PRODUCTS 
 
The mirrors and mirrored cabinets and their interiors are constructed of glass and aluminum.  Use only a damp cloth to 
clean.  Ammonia or vinegar-based cleaners can damage the mirrors, the use of these cleaners can attack and 
damage the edges and backing of mirrors.    
 
A 50/50 solution of water and isopropyl alcohol is recommended for cleaning the mirror.   
 
Cleaners should never be sprayed directly onto the face of a mirror.  When cleaning, spray the cloth and not the 
cabinet, mirror, or surrounding surfaces. Care should always be taken to avoid getting the edges and backing of the 
mirror wet. Should they get wet, they should be dried off immediately 
 
Do not use abrasive cleaners on any part of the mirror or cabinet. 
 
Do not store items in the cabinet area directly behind the hinge as damage may occur to cabinet or items.

CARE FOR FINE KALLISTA® FURNITURE 
 
Wood Finishes 
 
Do not use  s i l i cone w axes ,  l emon oi l ,  o r  other  oi l y  pol i shes .  Y our  fu rn i tu re  has  a  protect i ve  
l acquer  f i n i sh  that mos t  l i ke l y  w i l l  not  requi re  any care  other  than dus t i ng.  How ever ,  on h i ghl y 
used su r faces  w e recommend appl y ing a qual i ty  paste  w ax ( such as  Minwax ®  F i n i sh i ng Wax) 
w hi ch should be used on a regul ar  bas i s  to  prov i de addi t i onal  p rotect i on f rom scra tches  and 
sp i l l s .  M i nw ax ®  F i n i sh ing Wax i s  avai lable  at  most  home i mprovement s tores .  How  of ten you 
appl y  the w ax depends on how  much w ear  the fu rn i tu re  recei ves .  New  furn i tu re  shoul d be 
w axed af te r  rece i pt .   
 
Before  appl y ing the w ax,  your  fu rn i tu re  shoul d always  be cl ean.  For  food type spi l l s  use  a cl oth  
or  sponge w hi ch has  been dampened i n  a  mi l d ,  soapy w ater  (w i thout ammonia).  For  o i l y  type 
smudges and bui l d-up,  a c l oth  dampened w i th Murphy ®  Oi l  Soap wi l l  su f f ice .  Remember  to  
fo l l ow  the manufacture rs '  d i rect i ons  w hen us i ng a c l eaner  of  th i s  type.  Dry  the p i ece thoroughl y  
w i th  a  cl ean,  sof t  c l oth .  Appl y  a  th i n  f i lm of  w ax to  the su r face ,  w ork i ng a smal l  a rea at one 
t i me.  Alw ays  rub in  the same di rect i on as  the w ood gra i n ,  then buf f  w i th  a  sof t ,  d ry  c l oth .  
 
Betw een w axi ng,  your  w ood fu rn i tu re  requi res  dust i ng.  For  a  su r face that has  been paste  w axed 
use  a moi s t ,  l i n t  f ree cl oth ,  and dry  i mmediatel y  w i th  another  sof t  c l oth .  A pre - t reated dus t i ng 
c l oth  that w i l l  a tt ract dus t  w i thout sc ra tch i ng the f i n i sh can al so  be used.  When dust i ng a 
su r face that has  not been paste  w axed w e suggest  us i ng a cl eani ng pol i sh such as  Endust ®  that 
does  not conta i n  s i l i con.  S i l i con can damage the lacquers  and make futu re  re f i n i sh ing very  
d i f f i cul t .  Lemon o i l  and other  o i l  based pol i shes  shou l d al so  be avoi ded,  s i nce they at t ract dus t  
and gr i t ,  and cause a hazy  f i l m on the f i n i sh .   When car i ng for  co l ored lacquers ,  l eather ,  
Coromandel  and Gesso type f i n i shes ,  fo l low  the same procedure  as  used for  w ood f i n i shes .  
 
Painted Finishes 
 
Textu red and brushed-pai nted f i n i shes  that have an eggshel l  sheen l acquer  shou l d not be 
w axed or  pol i shed,  as  they w i l l  acqu i re  an undesi rab le  h i gher  sheen.  For  c leani ng,  use  mi ld ,  
soapy w ater ,  and then dry  the su r face i mmediate ly  w i th  a  clean,  sof t  c l oth .  
 
Other Tips for Preserving Furniture 
 
Sp i l l s  shoul d never  be wiped;  they shou l d be bl otted i mmedi atel y .  I f  w ater  s tands  on the su r face 
there  i s  the  poss i b i l i ty  that i t  w i l l  cause w hi te  marks  i n  the l acquer  f i n i sh .  You can remove these 
bl emi shes  by heati ng the area w i th  a  hai r  d ryer  and appl y i ng Endust®  w hi le  the su r face i s  s t i l l  
w arm. Fo l low  by buf f i ng w i th  a  sof t  c l oth  and re -appl y  paste  w ax i f  needed. I f  per fume or  nai l  
pol i sh  remover  i s  sp i l led,  do not w i pe or  b l ot  i t .  The l acquer  that has  been sof tened by the 
chemi cal s ,  shoul d retu rn  to  normal  w hen the l iquid  has  to ta l l y  evaporated.  Al l ow  the area to  
dry ,  rub i t  w i th  a  f i ne  automot i ve  pol i sh ing compound, and then appl y  a  f resh  coat of  w ax.   I f  
candl e w ax drops  on your  w ood f i n i shed su r face,  ho l d an i ce cube to  the w ax to  harden i t .  B l ot  
up the w ater ,  and use  a du l l  p las t i c  spatu l a  to  remove the w ax w i thout touch i ng the w ood. 
Gent l y  scrape aw ay any remai ni ng w ax,  and rub the area wi th  fu rn i tu re  w ax to  rep l ace the 
protect i ve  coat i ng.  

 
Wood i s  a  natura l  p roduct .  Sun b l eachi ng wi l l  occur  w hen w ood fu rn i tu re  i s  exposed to  sun l i ght .  
Th i s  w i l l  cause darker  f i n i shes  to  l i ghten and somet i mes cause l i ghter  f i n i shes  to  darken.  Fo r  th i s  
reason,  t ry  to  avo i d pl acing fu rn i tu re  i n  di rect sun l i ght  and rear range accessor i es  f rom t i me to  
t i me to  prevent spot b l eachi ng.  Some bl eachi ng wi l l  occur  under  both i ncandescent and 
f l uorescent l i ght i ng.  Ar range your  fu rn i tu re  so  that  i t  does  not s i t  near  heat reg i s te rs ,  a i r -
condi t i oning uni ts  o r  rad iators .  I t  i s  important to  k eep the home or  of f i ce  in  w hi ch your  fu rn i tu re  
i s  p laced proper l y  humi di f i ed.  Lack  of  humi di ty  (usual l y  i n w inte r  months  or  i n dry  c l imates ) can 
cause certa i n  veneers  to  check and jo i nts  to  w ork.

WARNING! 
 
Some pl ast i c  feet on computers ,  ca l cul ators ,  te l ephones  and other  rubber  or  p las t i c  products  
such as  p l acemats ,  and v i nyl  notebook bi nders ,  etc .  conta i n  a  pl ast i ci z i ng agent that may 
d i scol or  o r  sof ten the l acquer  f i n i sh  on f i ne fu rn i ture .  Al w ays  use  fe l t  pads  under  these ar t i c l es  to  
prevent d i sco l orati on or  sof ten i ng of  the l acquer .  Ar t i c les  such as  gl asses ,  bookends,  f l ow erpots ,  
and hot cups  and d i shes  shou l d have cl oth  or  fe l t  type pads on them. Bew are of  some fe l t  pads  
that have a pre-g l ued s ide as  some of  these adhes i ves  contai n  chemi cal s  tha t can damage the 
l acquer .  Alw ays  remember  to  l i f t  ob jects  ra ther  than s l id i ng them across  the f i n i sh .
