INSPECTION

Inspect the cartons and various components foeeei of rough handling and concealed damage. Daotaigns should be filed with the
carrier.

INSTALLATION & ELECTRICAL PLUMBING CONNECTIONS
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Note: The following states require a licensed plumbenstall cooler; AR, GA, MA, MI, OK, RI, SC, SD, TX/T and WI.

CA, KS, MN, NM, and OR allow for state-registeredtaller or contractor as well. State and locahfiling codes may prohibit use
of saddle tapping valves for water line connectiosome applications. All connections must camfdo applicable plumbing codes.
Plumbing and electrical (if required) rough-in amdll opening should be prepared as shown on Rogghidrawing and template.
Install the mounting plate so that the face ofrti@inting plate projects %" from the finished waltiwthe imprinted arrow pointed
up. NOTE: The mounting plate has a line stampedazh side. When these lines are aligned witlinfsghed wall surface, a %"
projection will result. Ten ¥-20 x 2-1/4” boltsyts and washers are provided to attach the mouptatg to 2 x 4 wood wall stud
framing. Metal studs should be reinforced by 2wabd framing for stability. Carrier fixture mamaturers have carriers available
for the Radii Fountain and their use is recommended

Remove the bottom plate from the fountain arm. eShe screws.

Snap the reveal gasket over the back end of thetimguarm.

Add a compression connector (furnished by otheruntain side waste tube and slide it back apprately 3” out of way. Slide a
3/8 compression fitting (furnished by others) owater supply line(s) and flare end(s). An interstahiner is provided for water
supply line. For dielectric isolation of founta&non metallic coupling (furnished by others) barused for water line connection.
Hang fountain on two mounting plate studs. NOTE:the fountain is hung, feed the waste tube inéovtaste stub on the wall side.
Tighten the fountain to the mounting plate with thw 5/16-18 nuts and the two ¥2-20 screws and wagrevided.

Complete the plumbing to the fountain. Tightent@a®nnection and then connect water supply lirth @48 flare fitting provided.
On infra-red sensor equipped models, place andhbkhhand approximately 3" from the sensor to aieuhe solenoid valve, After
approximately 30 seconds run time, the sensorautibmatically shut off the solenoid valve. To teate, move hand away for an
instant and then again place it in front of thessen Repeat until the stream from the bubbleres bf bubbles.

TO ADJUST THE BEAM RANGE OF THE SENSOR (EE Models only): Shut off the water and powerigs.

Remove the three screws from the bottom of the iboatl holds the top to the bottom. These screeseuessed and located at the
front and at the left and right rear of the bowitbo.

Lift the bowl top up to gain access to the sensljusiing screw located between the two lenses.

The screw can be turned a maximum of a ¥, turn.n arew counterclockwise to decrease range. Timoséas an adjustable range
of 24" to 48”. lt is factory set at 27”. Theredason-adjustable on-time delay of 1.5 secondsdwegnt nuisance actuation of solenoid
valve should someone walk by. After drinking, wakél shut off immediately after walking away. Mianum run time is 30 seconds
should someone tamper with sensor. NOTE: Walth wireflective finish, i.e., ceramic tile, acrdssm sensor may cause false
actuation no matter what sensor adjustment isifdadce. Therefore, do not install unit in suctaega or dull surface of walls so it
will not reflect light.

Slide the reveal gasket back into the notch betwienvall and the arm.

Check the plumbing connections for leaks and on plesmnbing installations, run water through the Heblntil the water taste is
satisfactory. Adjust regulator to achieve desstdam height. Add the bottom plate back to thetain arm.
