Operation of Current Device
The power supply cord contains a current device that senses damage to the power cord. To test your power

supply cord do the following:

Since the
conditioned spaceis aclosed orsealed area, some
degree of cooling will continue.

NOTE:

This functionis available on COOL mode.The fan

will continue to run for 3 minutes afterthe compressor
shuts off.The fan then cycles onfor 2 minutes at10
minute intervals until the room temperature is above
the settemperature, atwhich time the compressor
turns back on and Cooling Starts.

NOTE:

In this mode the selected temperature will increase
(cooling) ordecrease(heating) by 2°F/1(or2)°C 30
minutes afterthe mode is selected.The temperature
will thenincrease(cooling) ordecrease(heating) by
another 2°F/1(or2)°C after an additional 30 minutes.
This new temperature will be maintained for 6 hours
before itreturns to the originally selected temperature.
This ends the Sleep mode and the unitwill continue to
operate as originally programmed. The Sleep mode
program can be cancelled at any time during operation
by again pressing the Sleep button.

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ADDITIONAL THINGS YOU SHOULD KNOW
Now thatyou have mastered the operating procedure, here are more featuresin your control that
you should become familiar with.
® The Coolcircuit has an automatic 3 minute time delayed start ifthe unitis turned off and on
quickly. This prevents overheating of the compressor and possible circuit breaker tripping.
The fan will continue to run during this time.
e The control will maintain any settemperature within 2°F, between 60°F and 90°F degrees.
® The controlis capable of displaying temperature in degrees Fahrenheitor degrees Celsius.
To convertfrom one to the other, press and hold the Up and Down Temp/Timer buttons at the
same time, for 3 seconds.

Air Directional Louvers

The 4-way air directional louvers allow you to
direct the air flow Up or Down and Left or Right
throughout theroom as needed. To adjustthe

T T air directional louvers side-to -side, use the two
center handles as youmove it side-to-side.

2. Remove old Air Conditioner from wall sleeve and prepare wall sleeve as follows:
--- Cleaninterior (do not disturb seals).
--- Wallsleeve must be securely fastened in wall before installing Air Conditioner.
Drive more nails or screws through sleeve, intowall, if needed.
--- Repairpaint ifneeded.
3. Ifnot existing, drill a3/16" clearance hole for

grounding screw through left side of wall sleeve, Wall sleeveto unit
in a clear areaabout 3inches maximum (to suit) sleeve grounding
back from front edge of sleeve as shown below.

Next attach ground wire inside sleeve, using 1

grounding screw and nut. Pull loose end of ground
wire out front of sleeve, and temporarily bend it
down and around lower edge of sleeve.

If thisis an existing sleeve, and there is an existing rear grille, the louvers will have to be bent

as perthe instructions at the beginning of each section.
If this proves too difficult toaccomplish;

EITHER

1. Remove the existing grille.

2. Place the included aluminum grille towards the rear of the unit.

3. Mark through the hole positions.

4. Drill through the sleeves flanges with a 1/8 drill bit.

5. Attached the new grille with self-threading screws and washers(not included).

6. Itis VERYIMPORTANT that the partition be placed on the left side of the sleeve
as shown below.
