Place Faucet Body (1), Base (2) and Slip 
Ring (3) as shown below.

1         Insert Drain Body (1) into drain hole of sink from
        above.From underneath install Rubber Gasket (2),
Red Fiber Washer (3), and Lock Nut (4) in the order
shown below. Secure Lock Nut with Groove Joint Pliers.
Take care to not overtighten.

         Slide Rubber Washer (2) and Retaining Collar (3)
on to Mounting Stud. Secure Faucet to Counter with 
Mounting Nut (4).

          Install Rubber Washer (2) between Lower Drain
          Pipe (3) and Drain Body (1). Thread Lower Drain
Pipe (3) onto Drain Body (1).
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        Make connections to water lines.Use 1/2” IPS 
        faucet connections (1) or use the supplied coupling 
nuts (3) with 3/8” O.D. ball nose risers (2).Use wrenches 
to tighten connections.Do not overtighten.
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
