GETTING READY TO INSTALL THE REFRIGERATOR

Congratulations on your purchase of the Samsung French Door Refrigerator. We hope you enjoy the state-of-art
features and efficiencias that this new appliance offers.

Selecting the best location for the Refrigerator
* A location with easy access to the water supply.
« A lgcation without direct exposure to sunlight.
* A location with level (or nearly level) flooring.
* A location with enough space for the Refrigerator doors to open easily.
» Allow sufficient space for air circulation of the internal cooling system.
If the Refrigerator does not have enough space, the internal cooling
systern may not waork properly.
If your refrigerator has an ice maker, allow extra space at the back for the water
line connactions. Whan you install the refrigerator next to a fixed wall, minimum
clearance is 3 3" (95mm) between the refrigerator and wall to allow the door to
swing open.

First thing! Make sure that you can easily move your Refrigerator to its final location by measuring doorways
(both width and height), thresholds, ceilings, stairways, ete.

To prevent floor damage be sure the front levelling legs are
in the up position {above the floor). Refer to 'Levelling the
refrigerator’ in the manual.

To protect the finish of the flooring, place the protection
sheet such as packing carton under the refrigerator.

When installing, servicing or cleaning behind the refrigerator,
cauTion be sure to pull the unit straight out and push back in straight
after finishing.

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SETTING UP THE REFRIGERATOR

MNow that you have your new Refrigerator installad In place, you are ready to sat up and enjoy the features and functions of
the appliance. By completing the fellowing steps, your Refrigerator sheuld be fully operational.

1. Place the Refrigerator in an appropriate location with reasonable clearance between the wall and the
Refrigarator. Refer to instaflation instructions in this manual,
Once the Refrigerator is plugged in, make sure the interior light comes on when you opan the doors.
Sat the Temperature control to the coldest tamperature and wait for an hour. The Freazer will get slightly chilled
and the motor will run smoothly,
. After powering the Refrigerator, it will take a few hours to reach the appropriate temperature. You can store food

and drinks in the Refrigerator after the temperature is sufficiently cool.

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CHECKING THE WATER DISPENSER LINE

A water dispenser is one of the helpful features on your new Samsung Refrigerator. To help promote better
health, the Samsung water filter removes unwanted particles from your water. However, it doas not sterilize or
destroy microorganisms. You may need to purchase a water purifying system to do that.

In order for the ice maker to operate properly, a water pressure of 20-125 psi (pound per square inch) is
required.
Under riormal conditions, a 170 cc (5.75 oz.) paper cup can be filled in 10 seconds,

If the Refrigerator is installed in an area with low water pressure (below 20psi), you can install a booster pump to
compensate for the low pressure.

Make sure the water storage tank inside the Refrigerator is properly filled. To do this, press the water dispenser
lever until the water runs from the water outlet.

Water line installation kits are available at extra cost from your dealer. We recommend using a water supply kit that
cantains copper tubing.

Connecting to the water supply line

1. First, shut off the main water supply line and turn the ice-maker off.

2. Locate the nearest cold, drinking water line.

3. After connecting the water supply to the water filter, turn your main water supply back on and flush four
or more gallons into a bucket to clear and prime the water filter.

Reverse Osmosis Water Supply

IMPORTANT : The pressure of the water supply coming out of a reverse osmosis system going to the
water inlet valve of the refrigerator needs to be between 35 and 120 psi (241 and 827 kPa).

If & reverse osmosis water filtration system s connected to your cold water supply, the water pressure to
the reverse osmosis system needs to be a minimum of 40 to B0 psi (276 to 414 kPa.)
If the water pressure to the reverse osmosis system is less than 40 to 80 psi (276 to 414 kPa):

Check to see whether the sediment filter in the reverse osmosis system is blocked. Replace the filter if
necessary.

Allow the storage tank on the reverse osmosis system to refill after heavy usage.

If your refrigerator has a water filter, it may further reduce the water prassure when used in conjunction
with a reverse osmosis system. Remove the water filter.

If you have questions about your water pressure, call a licensed, qualified plumber.
