Remove all tape and packaging. Make sure the burners are properly seated
and level.

When using glass cookware, make sure it is designed far top-of-range

Always make sure cookware handies are turned to the side or rear of the
cooktop, but not over other surface oburners. This will minimize the chance

All oven burners have an air adjustment shutter, The purpose of the shutter is
to regulate the flow of air to the flames. Properly adjusted flames showid burn
steadily with approximately 17 of blue cone. The flames should never extend
past the edge of the burner baffles. Even though these are preset at the factory,
thiey should be checked and, if needed, adjusted periodically to ensure efficient
operation
