* Tighten one additional turn with a wrench.
Overtightening can cause leaks!

* Turn on the water to check for leaks.

* Open the grille panel.

* Plug in the power cord (if necessary) by reaching
into the opening next to the water filter.

Plug in the
power cord. Secure the bracket and guard with the
original screws.
