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STEP 2 Connect the gas line

First, read through the "Gas requirements” section, and follow these steps.

1. Remove the protective cap from the gas pipe.

2. Apply a LPG (Liquefied Petroleum Gas)-safe compound or 1.5 wraps of Teflon tape to
all threaded connections.

3. Connect the gas supply to the dryer, An additional fitting is required to connect
the 2/4" (1.9 cm) female thread end of a flexible connector to the /8" (1 cm) male
threaded end on the dryer. Tighten up the fitting over all threads,

4. Turn on the gas supply, and check for any |2aks using a soap solution; IT a leak is found,
tighten the connections and try again. DO NOT use an open flame fo check for gas
leaks.
