m \When finished tiling the wall, remove PLASTER GUARD (3). 12
Push on CAP (1).
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m Mount ESCUTCHEON (2) and with SCREWS (7).

B Install HANDLE (8) by pushing it onto CARTRIDGE STEM (9)
and tightening SET SCREW (10) from below with 2.5mm
Hex Wrench supplied. Insert INDEX BUTTON (11).

B Remove cap from tub supply and plug from shower pipe.
B |Install SHOWER ARM (4) and FLANGE (13).

B Tighten SET SCREW (12) onto FLANGE (13)
using 5/64" hex wrench.

B Install SHOWER HEAD (5) onto SHOWER ARM (4).

m Install DIVERTER SPOUT (6).

E ADJUST HOT LIMIT STOP

HOT LIMIT SAFETY STOP ADJUSTMENT

By restricting handle rotation and limiting the amount of hot water allowed to mix with the cold, the HOT LIMIT SAFETY STOP
reduces risk of accidental scalding. To set the maximum hot water temperature of your faucets, all you need to do is adjust
the setting on the HOT LIMIT SAFETY STOR

B Use a flat blade screwdriver or your fingers to pull up and rotate red HOT LIMIT SAFETY STOP (1). Follow Step "A" or "B" to
adjust min./max. discharge temperature. "0" being the hottest to "7" the coldest temperature setting. Factory set at "0".
