Turn the "T" Handle counter-clockwise 
until the handle is fully extended 

outward (see picture), this will raise plunger 
& O-ring into the cap so grease may be 
added inside the body (bottom section) 
of the tool.

Unscrew the top section (with the 
handle) from the "558" Re-Lubricating

Turn the "T" Handle clockwise to 
force the lubricant into the valve, if 

immediate resistance is felt, the "558"

be removed before proceeding to re-lube 
the gas valve, (remove re-lube tool from

little more grease to fill void left in head of plug from backing off the tool, then 
remove tool completely from valve (put tool back into container to avoid dirt or 
foreign material from contaminating grease on tool).

After re-lubrication of the valve is 
complete, the 1/8" Allen Head Re-

Lube Plug must securely replaced in the 
re-lube port in the head of the valve plug 
and tightened with an Allen Wrench to 30 
in. Ibs. of torque.
