1 Important Information before You Install

The control should be installed 60" from the floor of 
the shower and away from the steamhead.

The steamhead should be installed 24" from the floor 
and 6" from any wall. Locate as far as possible from 
the bathing seating area or location of the users and 
not below any fixtures.
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Make a 1-1/2" diameter hole in the desired location. 
Recessed mount control cut-out should be 3" diameter.

Connect the data cable to steam generator connector.
(The other end of the cable runs to the back of the control 
in the shower location.)
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Read warnings on page 2. For illustrative purposes only. Consult with qualified professional for steam room construction details. 
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Route the data cable (included with 
generator) through the finished wall 
to the back side of the control. 
(The other end of the cable runs to 
the steam generator location.)

NOTE: It is recommended to run 
the cable through electrical conduit.

DO NOT pinch, nail, staple, wedge, or 
bind the data cable. 

DO NOT wrap the data cable around 
steam line or route it in a manner so 
that the hot steam line could melt 
the cable.

Any damage to the control cable 
will result in the control not working 
properly.

Carefully connect the data cable to 
the generator and control BEFORE 
turning power on to the generator.

4 Control Installation and Data Cable Connection
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Read warnings on page 2. For illustrative purposes only. Consult with qualified professional for steam room construction details. 

THESE STEPS MUST BE TAKEN FOR CORRECT INSTALLATION of the control. 

Coat the entire groove on the control back with supplied waterproof silicone to fully seal the control to the wall.
Completely seal the control to the wall so moisture does not collect behind it. 

Place the control on the wall pressing firmly. (You may need to tape the control into place until the silicone dries.) 
Be careful not to harm the wall or control with the tape. Let dry for 24 hours before using steam bath.

5 Sealing Control

Insert protective cap

Insert installation tool and 
tighten housing into place
with a 1" socket and driver
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DO NOT install the steamhead near the seating area or the user.

DO NOT forget to install the steamhead rough-in fitting! 

�Install the steamhead 24" from the floor or bathtub rim 
and 6" from any corner.

Steamhead is to be mounted as far as possible from 
typical bathing position (seated or standing) and installed 
as far from the in-shower controller as possible.

For retrofit to existing finish wall: 
Drill a 1-1/8" diameter hole in the shower wall or wall above 
bathtub rim for the steam outlet rough-in fitting and install 
to be flush with the finished wall. this housing must be 
sealed to the wall to not allow vapor or water behind it. 
(plumbing must be done from backside of  
finshed space)	

For new framing: Mount and install rough-in fitting to be 
flush with finished wall.

Connect a 1/2" NPT brass pipe or copper tubing to
the steam outlet union (not included) on the generator
running the pipe to the steam head location in the wall
to connect with the steamhead rough-in fitting. It is very

important that the pipe is firmly secured to the wall, so
that when the steamhead is installed it doesn’t push the
rough-in fitting back into the wall. Install a 1/2” dropear
elbow on the end of the 1/2” pipe or tubing for the
rough-in fitting. 

Use the installation tool to tighten the housing in place  
with a 1" socket and driver. Then insert the protective cap 
into the housing.

For all the connections, use solder for copper joints and 
Teflon tape for pipe fittings and do not over tighten fittings. 
DO NOT USE PVC CEMENT.

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Once the shower wall is complete and the housing
is sealed to the wall, remove the protective cap and
insert the steamhead into housing. Use the supplied 
silicone to adherethe steamhead to the wall sealing  
out any water from getting behind the head.

Use supplied o-ring lubricant to assist in steam head 
installation. A very small amount is all that is need directly 
on the o-rings.

Upon final installation mount steamhead with  facing up  
to allow aromatherapy well to dispense steam.

The simplified error code reporting 
system includes individual codes for 
any applicable system fault.

+ –  
The number of lit LEDs on the temperature 
scale shows the type of error.

1 light	 Room Over Temperature Error

2 lights 	 Reserved for Factory Use

3 lights	 Malfunction DOWN Button Error

4 lights	 Malfunction POWER Button Error

5 lights	 Malfunction UP Button Error

6 lights	 Low AC Voltage Error

7 lights	 Bad Connection / Low Water Error

8 lights	 Reserved for Factory Use

9 lights	 Reserved for Factory Use

10 lights 	 Communication Error

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7 Operation
Taking a Steam Bath
On your ThermaSol MicroTouch Control, touch and 
release the power icon       twice to power on. To turn off 
the steam unit touch and release the power icon      once. 
Power on is verified when the control face shows lit LEDs 
and turns dark if power is off. 

A steam session lasts 45 minutes and is loaded with 
previously saved temperature set point.

Setting or Changing the Temperature Set Point
Set the temperature of your ThermaSol steam shower 
by using the lit plus + or minus – symbols, which are  
located immediately to the left and to the right of the 	
	 power icon. An arc array of lit squares will appear 
from left to right.  

Increase the temperature by touching + symbol 
until desired temperature is displayed by the blue LED 
lights running clockwise to indicate an increase 
in temperature. Press and hold the + symbol to change 
the setting faster.

Reduce the temperature by touching  –  symbol 
and the array of LEDs will begin to turn off. Press and 
hold the  – symbol to change the setting faster.

Be careful not to touch both the + and – buttons at the 
same time.  

Power Flush
ThermaSol’s internal diagnostic system will alert you 
when a Power Flush cleaning is needed (Maintenance 
mode) by LEDs running counterclockwise.  

Start a Power Flush cleaning cycle 
To start a power flush manually, press and hold the + 
and  –  buttons for 5 seconds while the MicroTouch is 
in the on state. To indicate that the unit is in power flush 
mode, the array LEDs will flash in a clockwise direction.
