1. Pass lead wire from top of Light Cluster (21) through Center Tube (20) and Fixture (19), then screw them together tightly.

2. Screw Small Inner Tubes (26) onto Bottom Trim (27) tightly, then pass Square Tubes (25) thru Small Inner Tubes (26) onto

Bottom Trim (27). After that, set Top Trim (24) on each Square Tube (25), make sure assembling holes of Top Trim (24) and Small

Inner Tubes (26) are in line, secure them with Flat-head Screws (23) and Philips Screw Driver (not provided) (22).

3. Pass lead wire from top of Fixture (19) through Rod (18), Coupler (17), Rods (16), Coupler (15), Rods (14), Coupler (13) and Loop
